
POLAND LAW ON ASSOCIATIONS 

Article 36 

1.If an association dissolves as a result of its own resolution to do so, members of the board 
become liquidators unless the statute or, if the statute has no relevant provisions, the resolution 
of the last general assembly (assembly of delegates) of the association provides otherwise. 

2. If an association is dissolved by the court, the court issues an order of liquidation and appoints 
a liquidator.
